Preambular Clauses

Preambular clauses are meant to establish within the resolution any relevant historical background and to provide justification for the resolution.  Although often not as important as the operative clauses, preambular clauses are still a critical part of the resolution.  Preambular clauses must begin with an italicized participle, and must be followed by a comma.  Below is a non-inclusive list of participles that can be used to begin preambular clauses.

Affirming, Deeply Disturbed, Guided by, Alarmed by, Deeply regretting, Having adopted, Having considered, Observing, Having considered further, Aware of, Emphasizing, Having devoted attention, Believing, Expecting, Realizing, Bearing in mind, Having examined, Recalling, Confident, Having studied, Recognizing, Contemplating, Fulfilling, Having heard, Convinced, Fully aware, Having received, Declaring, Fully alarmed, Keeping in mind, Deeply concerned, Fully believing, Noting with regret, Deeply conscious, Further deploring, Noting with satisfaction, Deeply convinced, Further recalling, Noting with deep concern, Taking note, Welcoming, Desiring, Noting further, Seeking, Referring

Operative Clauses

Operative clauses may provide for actions or state opinions concerning the question.  Each operative clause calls for a specific action.  As none of us are on the security council, it is important to note that only the Security Council may create binding resolutions.  All other committees may only make recommendations to the international community.  This is not to say that these resolutions can't do anything, because they can.  Since the UN has a budget, it is within the power of other UN organs, notably the General Assembly and ECOSOC, to raise and spend money.  This ability is one of the few real powers you will have in your committees, so, bear in mind that any new UN programmes you might be creating will need to be funded.  Operative clauses begin with an active, present tense verb and are followed by a semi-colon, with a period placed after the final clause.  Below is a non-inclusive list of verbs that can be used to begin operative clauses.

Accepts, Affirms, Approves. Authorizes, Calls Calls upon, Condemns, Confirms, Considers, Declares accordingly, Deplores, Designate, Draws attention, Emphasizes, Encourages, Endorses, Expresses its hope, Further invites, Further proclaims, Further recommends, Further reminds, Further requests, Further resolves, Have resolved, Regrets, Solemnly Affirms, Reminds, Supports, Resolves, Requests
